02305 County Councillor Report – The Local Government restructure response from Government has been pushed back until June/July.  The County’s full budget includes an extra £4m extra for pot holes.  The Councillor’s remuneration had been set at 13% but 
           the County Councillors have agree to forego this extra money and have it put into a fund
           to help with expenditure around the Parishes. It was reported to Cllr McGonigle that 
           West Road is still flooding – he is to investigate and email the Clerk.  Cllr Abel commented
 	that the pipes are cracked near the gas mains on Whitegate and there’s a large pothole
	there.  Next Tuesday Cllr McGonigle is going to walk the village with a colleague and check
	for issues which will be reported.
